As spotlighted in an article in the Boston Herald, there has been 36 reports of property crime in the Navy Yard area, up from 27 last year; eight vehicle thefts, compared with one last year; and an overall crime increase of 34 percent.  As always, all residents are encouraged to follow the basic safety procedures outlined in the attached safety tips and to call 911 whenever they notice suspicious activities.  Also attached are the various law enforcement contacts for our area.  FCNY will be bringing this development to the attention of the Charlestown Neighborhood Council's Public Safety Committee to determine what other steps should be taken, such as increased patrols.
